SAFETY TIPS
1. This laboratory contains AC and DC machines and devices that working under high       power (0-380V AC, 0-220V DC, 0-30A AC, 0-20A DC).
2.  There are emergency buttons which cut energy of all sets immediately on the wall of north between colons. Learn the location of these buttons and don’t hesitate to use these buttons in case of an emergency situation.

3.  It is important that don’t use ring, bracelet, necklace, cravat, etc. and tie long hair for your own safety because of rotating high speed machine and conductive points.
4.  For your own safety, you mustn’t start experiment, unless reading and understanding the laboratory manual completely. 
5.  Without permission, it is forbidden to try any new ideas on the equipment here beside the lab requirements.
6.  After you have finished the connection of a circuit, you have to let the lab assistants check your circuit before starting to do any test. 

7. Check current connections to make certain that they are tight. Loose connections are dangerous. 

8.  Set rheostats for minimum current before energizing the circuit.  
9.  Keep away from any conductive points and don’t try to touch it. 
10.  Always remember to turn the voltage down to zero before you switch the main power on. 
11. Always remember to shut power down first before you disconnect the circuit or try a new connection. 

12.  If you see smoke or any abnormal phenomena, shut down the main power immediately and report to the assistants. 
13.  Always clean your bench and put the cables in order before you leave the lab. 
14.  All students are obliged to obey rules above sentences.
